1.  Run the setup.exe from the Installs\Web Manager folder.
2. Once it has been installed, open Web Manager and login to the server/db that you want to configure with Active mail.

3. Click the Profile/Server Configuration button from the top nav bar.

4. The Profile/Server Configuration dialog box appears.
5. Select the existing profile for the website created or create a new profile.  If the profile exists, ensure the information listed below is populated and correct.
To add a configuration profile

On the Action menu, point to New, and then click Profile.

On the General tab, enter the website name for the Name field.

On the User tab, complete the information boxes with the user, password, and domain used to create the site.

On the toolbar, click Save. 

6. Select the existing server for the website created or create a new server.  If the profile exists, ensure the information listed below is populated and correct.
a. Select the appropriate configuration profile on the left side of the dialog box.

b. On the Action menu, point to New, and then click Server.

c. On the General tab, complete the information boxes such as setting a name for the Web server.

d. Click the dropdown for Web Site Name and select the website created for Saleslogix.

e. Click the ADO Connection tab.

f. Click the icon for the ADO Connection and the Data Link Properties dialog will display.

g. Test the Connection and if successful, click OK.

h. The Confirmation dialog box will display asking “Would you like to propagate this setting?”

i. Click Yes.

j.  On the toolbar, click Save.
